     Answer: (JEF’s purpose) JEF was established to give money to young riders, twenty-one (21) 

years of age and under, who compete at Medal Finals or in other Finals classes, including the 

Young Rider and USET.  Two requirements to qualify for a JEF award include (1) actively 



participating in the current year’s JEF fundraising activities and (2) submitting a formal 

application to the OHJA board of directors.
